WHEREAS the current practice of automatically re-electing government officials when there are no challengers does not promote democracy, or enhance public trust, WE THE PEOPLE ask for: A constitutional amendment requiring all public elected officials (e.g. State Senators, House Representatives, Judges, etc.), regardless of someone running against them or not, to appear for a merit retention vote at the end of their respective election period in office to allow voters the choice of whether they should remain in office or not.  In case the public official is not retained in office, the Governor shall appoint a temporary replacement, and new elections shall be held in next election cycle.
